• Draw a picture of your favourite part of the book/the ending

• A character review, what you think of one of the creatures or people?

• Compare or contrast the stories with the movie versions you’ve seen

• Dress up as a character from the book and take a photo to email in

• What do you imagine the characters in the book to look like? Draw 

a picture/s of a character/s from the book, perhaps your favourite or the villain

•Describe a part of the book where somethinginteresting/shocking/hilarious/sad

/thrilling happened and how you felt

• Rename the main character or describe how you would change either their 

personality or appearance

• What are some of the big ideas or themes in the book?

• Rewrite the ending of the story to change the outcome 

• Link the book to other books you’ve read, the similarities and differences

• Illustrate a cover for the book or redesign the original book cover

• A series – which do you think is the weakest link in all the books of this series? 

• Who do you most admire in this story? Draw or collage a picture of them and 

add your face to their image!

• Copy out your favourite paragraph from the book and explain why you love it
